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RECYCLING ACT FORCES COMPANIES INTO COMPLIANCE 

 
What started out to be a European Union (EU) directive regarding Restriction of Hazardous Substances (RoHS) for 
products made in or delivered to the EU market has now escalated into what is turning into a global requirement, 
forcing changes in the way products are designed, made, costed, and distributed. 
 
California has enacted the Electronic Waste Recycling Act of 2003, California's very own version of the EU directive. If 
a company sells "a covered electronic device" (i.e., contains a cathode ray tube, flat panel, or plasma display screen 
with a screen size greater than four inches measured diagonally) in California, the company is now affected. Some 
elements of the bill, directly affecting consumers and retailers, went into effect January 1, 2005. Material restrictions on 
"covered electronic devices" consistent with the EU directives are currently scheduled to take effect January 1, 2007. 

While the California act is focused on collecting fees from retailers to finance recycling of the defined hazardous 
substances as a means of protecting the environment from certain hazardous chemicals such as lead, mercury, 
cadmium, chromium, polybrominated biphenyl or polybrominated diphenyl, the impact for the supply chain is 
significant. A quick scan of some of the cost drivers for operations management compliance are 

• Implementation of engineering changes to up the revision (or change part numbers) to differentiate compliant 
products for those noncompliant  

• Increased cost of configuration management, documentation, and labeling to validate compliance  

• Impact on material lead times, possibly rolling up to master schedule changes  

• Increase in the product cost, estimated as between five and ten percent, and whether that increased cost can 
be passed along  

• Increased inventory and warehouse costs due to maintaining both compliant and noncompliant materials 
during the transition period  

• Risk of impounding or liability for existing material or products in the supply chain.  

Lot and serial number traceability was once an issue for a relatively small segment of the operations management 
environment, but now that has been significantly expanded by the RoHS regulations in Europe, California, and the 
Pacific Rim. It will rapidly become uneconomical to make and distribute both compliant and noncompliant products. 
Companies needing to become RoHS compliant and have not implemented lot or serial traceability in their enterprise 
resources planning or product lifecycle management software systems will face significant software upgrade or 
replacement costs. 
It may ease the pain for some companies if they use the need to change their business processes and software to 
become RoHS compliant as an opportunity to retire costly and inefficient legacy systems and move into the twenty-first 
century using integrated systems. 
The bottom line is the time for hand wringing and finger pointing is long since past and those companies affected by 
RoHS had better become compliant lest they become dinosaurs.
